Dr. Cook is a professor in the Anthropology De-
partment at Catholic University in Washington,
DC. After attaining a Bachelor of Arts from Bard
College in 1973, Cook went on to receive a Mas-
terbés Degree in 1979
from the State University of New York, Bingham-
ton. Her research interests include ancient states
and empires, the history of the visual arts in the
Andes, and iconography and inscriptions in com-
plex societies without writing, among others. She
has directed several major archaeological survey
and excavation projects in the Andean highland
Ayacucho Valley the heartland of the Wari Em-
pire. Since 1999, Dr. Cook has become increas-
ingly more involved in cultural heritage preserva-
tion and management, as well as work with the
State Department Office of Cultural Properties in
their efforts to stop the illegal trafficking of pre
Columbian and Colonial art.
